• A lockdown involves the securing of all internal and external doors of buildings on

campus, including all halls of residence.

• In the event of a lockdown, the University’s objective is to ensure all persons on campus
stay safe and stay informed.

Lockdown 

If you’re on campus in the event of a lockdown:  

1. Remain i nside, move into your building’s designated safe spot, stay away from windows
and await further instruction.

2. If you are outside �ZKHQ�WKH�HPHUJHQF\�QRWL¿FDWLRQ�LV�UHFHLYHG��SURFHHG�WR�WKH�QHDUHVW
building.

3. If the bui lding has been locked upon your arrival, leave campus for a safe location.

4. If you are a visitor arriving on campus , leave campus for a safe location.

5. Further instruction : UC’s emergency personnel and/or communications team will advise
when the lockdown has been lifted and it’s safe to leave the building.

During a lockdown all persons on campus must comply with instruction provided by 
the University’s emergency personnel.
