Safe Evacuation of People with Disabilities

During an Evacuation

For assisting a disabled person with mobility issues:

1. Relocate the person with a disability to a safe area (if safe to do so); this is generally
a stairwell.

. Ensure all doors are closed.
. Report location of the person to the Floor Warden.
. Floor Warden to report location of the person to the Building Warden and Fire Service.

. Find a buddy to stay with the person and/or ensure mobile phone communication.
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. If required, wait for the Fire Service Offcers to come and assist.

For a disabled person with mobility issues:

. If you are able, go to a safe area; this is generally a stairwell.

. Ensure that you close all doors.

. Make sure that your Floor Warden knows of your presence and location.

. Ensure Floor Warden reports location to the Building Warden and Fire Service.

. If possible keep a buddy with you or have a mobile phone for communication.
